•	 Kettler cushions are not suitable for dry cleaning and are not machine washable. Sponge clean 
only. We recommend the use of the Kettler fabric care kit to clean and protect your cushions. 
This is available to purchase form the Kettler website.

•	 We recommend you clean your Kettler furniture at the beginning and end of the season. 
To clean your Kettler furniture, use warm soapy water only. Never use abrasive chemicals or 
cleaning agents. To lengthen the life of your product we recommend the “Fabric, Rope and 
Upholstery cleaner” from our after-care range available to purchase from our website. Tree sap 
and bird droppings should be cleaned off immediately.

•	 Moving parts such as locking mechanisms, catches and joints need to be lubricated where 
necessary.

•	 Kettler furniture can be covered – we recommend that you use Kettler tailored covers (where 
available) or universal breathable covers.
